Today’s Methods FOR THE ADVANCING PLAYER

If your partner opens 1 of a suit - 1♣, 1♦, 1♥, or 1 ♠ - and the next 
player (your RHO) overcalls the auction has taken away some of
our bidding room. As compensation, we have three new options:

• Passing with 6 or more points

• Cuebidding the opponent’s suit

• Doubling (discusses tomorrow)

These new possibilities can have an impact on the meaning of our
other responses. Let’s see how it all works.

Passing
We would typically pass partner’s opening bid with 0-5 points, so
how does RHO’s overcall have an impact on this response? It
doesn’t; when we have 0-5 points, we still pass. The reason we
respond something when we have about 6 or more points is that we
want to keep the auction going in case partner has a very strong
hand.
An opening bid of 1 of a suit can be made with anything from about
13-21 HCPs. If we pass with 6 or more HCPs, LHO might pass,
ending the auction, and we could miss a game contract.

When our RHO overcalls, however, partner is going to get another
opportunity to bid even if we pass. So there’s no pressure to ‘keep
the bidding open when we have an unsuitable hand.
Partner opens 1♦ and RHO overcalls 1k, with this hand  
S J832 H 743 D 86 C J975, we would pass partner’s opening bid
whether or not our RHO bids. We’re just too weak to respond
anything.

With this hand, S K43 H 975 D J7 C Q96642, we would have
responded 1 NT if our RHO had passed. With 6 HCPs plus 1
length point, we would have to keep the bidding alive in case our
side has a game. When East overcalls 1H, however we can
simply pass. Partner will have the opportunity to show a strong
hand if West also passes; so we won’t miss a game.

Although we have enough strength to respond 1NT, showing 6-10
points, we don’t want to freely suggest NT with now strength in
hearts, the suit the opponents will likely lead.

Contrast this hand, S 8743 H KJ5, D 97 C Q9642, with the previous
one. It is the same strength, but we can describe the hand nicely
with a 1NT response after the 1♥ overcall.  A NT response after the 
RHO’s overcall promises at least one stopper in the opponent’s
suit.

We can still make our natur5al response if the overcall hasn’t
interfered with it. Holding S KJ753 H 43 D 865 C Q72, we would
respond 1♠, whether or not East overcalls 1♥. 

A new suit by responder is still forcing after an overcall –
assuming responder is NOT a passed hand – and
responder needs about 10 or more points to bid a new suit
at the two level, and an even stronger hand to bid at the
three level or higher.

Again, this increases the frequency with which
responder passes after an overcall.

After partner opens 1♠ and RHO overcalls 2♦, we hold S J3        
H J72 D J42 C AK875k 10 HCP plus 1 length point for the 5-card
club suit, we certainly would respond something if RHO had passed.
The 2♦ overcall, however, has made it awkward to bid anyth8ing. 
We are not strong enough to bid 3♣, which would virtually commit 
the partnership to a game contract, and we don’t want to bid 2NT

with no real stopper in diamonds.

We’ll just have to pass for now. The good news is that the auction
is far from over. Either LHO or partner may bid, giving us a later
opportunity to show some values.

Still, we should stretch to make a natural hid in a
competitive auction. We don’t want the opponent’s overcall
to cut us out of the bidding. Holding S 73 H AQJ102, D 842
C Q75, we should probably respond 2♥ after East’s 
overcall. It’s a bit of an overbid, but if we don’t bid now, we
may have difficulty catching up later – if there is a later!

Note that our 2♥ bid, while forcing, it isn’t forcing to game – even if 
we are playing 2/1 Game Force. Partner will have to give us
some leeway in competitive situations.

Cuebidding Overcaller’s Suit
When an opponent overcalls in a suit, responder won’t want to
suggest that same suit as trumps. Holding length and strength in
the suit, responder can always choose to defend for penalties. So,
a bid of the opponent’s suit has no natural meaning. Instead, it is
used as an artificial forcing bid and is referred to as a cuebid.

The term ‘cuebid’ is applied in a different context when the
partnership is bidding toward slam, but here it simply means a bid
of the opponent’s overcalled suit. The exact meaning of the cuebid
has changed over time, but a popular modern agreement is:

Kantar Lead Tips
LEADS VS. DOUBLED CONTRACTS

When partner doubles the final contract, partner either:
 Thinks that the combined defensive strength between the two

defensive hands is enough to defeat the contract.
 Has a strong trump holding.
 Can tell from the bidding that it is a touch and go contract and

that YOU have trump length. This double is an effort to give
declarer a false impression of who has the missing trumps. These
are called "offside" doubles and require a special relationship with
partner when they don't work.

 Is trying to direct your lead to a particular suit, a suit you might
not otherwise have led. These 'lead directing doubles' particularly
apply vs. slam contracts when partner has preempted or against
notrump game or slam contracts that usually call for the lead of
dummy's first bid suit.

When partner makes a penalty double against a trump contract,
assume partner is short in your long suit. Penalty doubles work best
when the doubling side is misfitted.

8 TIPS FOR THE OPENER – from Eddie Kantar

It is permissible to open 1NT or 2NT with a small doubleton. However, if your nerves are shot, at least have stoppers
in the other three suits.

2 With four clubs and four spades, a hand strong enough to open 1NT, but no stopper in EITHER red suit, open 1C.

S. AKJ4 H. 87 D. 654 C. AKJ4
(Open 1C) Ditto with four diamonds and four spades and no stopper in clubs or hearts, open 1D. If partner responds
1H, rebid 1S; if partner responds 2C, rebid 2S.

3 Do not bid a weak four card suit in response to an opening bid holding a good hand (an opening bid or better). If there
is a slam in the hand, your response will usually lead to trouble. Among other calamities, it might encourage partner to
bid 3NT with a singleton in that suit. If partner opens 1D, respond 1S with:

S. AKQ10 H. 9432 D. AJ8 C. 76
There is no rule from up above that dictates that you MUST respond one heart with four hearts and four spades
although you almost always do.

4 As a general rule, with 4-4 in the majors, respond 1H to an opening bid of 1C or 1D, but with 5-5 in the majors,
respond 1S regardless of the relative strength of the two suits.

5 With five cards in a minor and four cards in a major plus opening bid strength, respond in the minor and then bid the
major. If partner opens 1D and you hold: S. AJ76 H. 54 D. 54 C. AK1076
Respond 2C and then bid spades. DON'T START WITH 1S!. With less than opening bid strength, bid the major first.
S. KQ76 H. 54 D. 43 C. AJ764 Respond 1S.

6 As the opener, keep in mind that a 1NT response to an opening major suit bid frequently contains a singleton (usually
in your suit), and may contain a void. It is one of the few notrump responses that does not show a somewhat balanced
hand. If partner opens 1H, respond 1NT with: S. J54 H. - D. A5432 C. Q9653. This is the reason why you should
have a six card major suit to rebid the suit after a 1NT response.

7 After a two level response to an opening bid, a new suit by the opener is forcing; after a one level response it is not-
unless it is a reverse.

8 After a single raise, a new suit is forcing. Think of the 2D bid as having the strength of a reverse which means 17+
HCP, minimum.

Opener is NOT running away from a short club. Opener is trying to get to game with a big hand. Opener may
have: S. A4 H. 84 D. AK97 C. AK764.
In this sequence, 2NT by the opener after the 2C response shows 17-18 HCP. When responder limits a hand with a
single raise and opener bids again, opener is trying for game with extras.
